for this.

Step 1: Print and Prepare Materials

e Print and Cut: Signs, Badges, Vegetables, Fruits, Meat, Money, etc.

Step 2: Set Up the Market

e |ocation: Choose a table or corner.

e Entrance and Exit: assign a security personnel that will welcome the
customer and thanks them for buying from the market.

e Produce Stands: arrange the tables and organize the printable
products

e Seating Areas: provide benches or tables for visitors to sit and take a
break.

e Cashier: arrange a table for checking out and accepting payments

Step 3: Role Assighment
e Assign Roles: Decide who will be the Market Manager, Cashier, Vendor,
Security Personnel, and Customer.
e Name Tags: Give out the printed name tags.

Step 4: Pretend Play
e Buying: Browse all the items at the farmers market before selecting
the fresh fruits and vegetables from the vendors
e Payment: The customer pays for the items using the printable money.

Step 5: Cleanup
e Store Printables: Collect and store for future use.

e Clean Area: Tidy up the play space.
